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Early Help Consent Form

In B&NES all Early Help services are offered by working in partnerships with families therefore we always gain consent.
 
To work with you and your family effectively we complete an Early Help assessment or add to an existing assessment by collecting data, as appropriate, from listening to you and your family and local organisations, such as: Children’s Centres, Health Visitors, Police, Probation, Department of Work and Pensions, The Connecting Families Team, other B&NES Council departments, Housing, Educational Establishments, health services and voluntary and community sector providers.

Why do we share information?
So, we can provide the best help and services for you when we work jointly with you and your family, we may need to share information to understand your unique circumstances.
Before information is shared, we need your permission to do so.
We will ask for your consent and explain what this will mean. Data may be shared anonymously with the Department for Levelling Up, Housing and Communities (DLUHC) and the Office of National Statistics for evaluating purposes once collected it is used anonymously by B&NES Council for monitoring and evaluating purposes, so we can learn and develop.

When will information be shared?
We only share information with other people if there is a need to work alongside more than one agency or if there is a need to protect someone’s safety or the safety of the wider community.

What information will be shared?
The only information that is shared is that is needed by others to provide the right help and support for you and your family.

Who do we share information with?
We share information with other services and professionals who can provide help and support. These include Education, Social Care, Health Services, Police and sometimes other local organisations.

Sharing information with consent.
By signing this form, you are agreeing to sharing your information with other agencies and services that can provide help and support.
We will always talk to you before we do this, so you know what is happening or why.

Sharing information without consent.
We only share information without your consent if there is a legal requirement or a duty of care to do so, in line with our Child Protection processes e.g., to ensure the safety of you or your family, or the safety of others or if there is a risk of a crime being committed.

How will information be stored?
We will store data in accordance with the General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR) and the Data Protection Act 2018. For more information, please go to the Bath and North East Somerset Council website.
