A) there is a reasonable cause for concern about how the BCSSP, its members, or other persons with relevant functions worked together to safeguard the adult
B) and Condition 1 or 2 is met.

2) Condition 1 is met if
A) the adult has died
B) and the BCCSP knows or suspects that the death resulted from abuse or neglect (whether or not it knew about or suspected the abuse or neglect before the adult died).

3) Condition 2 is met if
A) the adult is still alive
B) the BCSSP knows or suspects that the adult has experienced serious abuse or neglect.
